
Altmire Votes to Repeal 1099 Reporting Requirements for Small Businesses

(WASHINGTON, D.C.) – U.S. Congressman Jason Altmire (PA-04) today voted to repeal a
provision in the health care reform law that places onerous paperwork requirements on
America’s small businesses. The Small Business Paperwork Mandate Elimination Act (H.R. 4)
would eliminate the requirement in the law that small businesses must file a 1099 tax form for
every business from which they have purchased more than $600 in goods and service in a
single year.

  

Congressman Altmire is a cosponsor of H.R. 4, which passed the House today by a vote of
314-112. This legislation is fully paid for and must still pass the Senate before it can be signed
into law.

  

“Small business owners across western Pennsylvania have told me that the 1099
reporting requirement would create a significant burden for their businesses,”
Congressman Altmire said. “I have repeatedly supported efforts to repeal this misguided
policy because I want America’s small businesses to be able to devote their time to
growing and creating jobs, not filling out unnecessary paperwork.”
