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A former U.S. Naval officer and township resident Capt. (Ret.) J. Randall "Randy" Stapleford
was honored by U.S. Congressman Jason Altmire for his efforts in fighting the war on terrorism.
At a recent ceremony at the Cranberry Township Municipal Building, Altmire, D-4th, presented
Stapleford with the Global War on Terrorism Service Medal.

"Like many of our great Pennsylvania veterans, Randy Stapleford has devoted his life to serving
his country," Altmire said. "After an impressive 31-year career in the U.S. Navy, Randy has now
committed himself to ensuring that his fellow veterans can obtain the benefits they deserve,"
